Built by Clark Construction Group, 
LLC, and designed by HKS, Inc. of    
Dallas, in association with Robert A.M.

Hall was designed to meet the College’s 
current and future needs. The University 
hired a consultant to interview potential 
users of the building to determine what 
kind of spaces and facilities they would 
need in the next fi ve years. The Green-

UNLV Opens Greenspun Hall for College of Urban Affairs
million toward the design and construc-
tion of this project – the largest single 
donation in the University's history.

The result is a $93.7 million, 
120,000 square-foot, state-of-the-art 
academic and research building. In ad-
dition to classrooms and offi ces, Green-
spun Hall includes a specialized lab 
for the Department of Criminal Justice 
and the Center for the Analysis of Crime 
Statistics, an environmental systems 
and geographic information system lab, 
fi ve high-tech classrooms equipped 
with fully-automated control systems, 
six conference rooms, and a 190-seat 
auditorium.  

Greenspun Hall’s high defi nition 
media and production facility, sched-
uled for completion in fall 2009, will be 

the DoD/BRAC 133 project will provide 
1.8 million square feet of offi ce space for 
approximately 6,400 employees. Clark 
Design/Build and Shirley Contracting    

were awarded a $695 million contract 
to lead the design and construction of 
the DoD/BRAC 133 project, which will 
house several Defense agencies, activi-
ties and organizational elements of the 
Offi ce of the Secretary of Defense, and 
the Washington Headquarters Services. 
The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers will 
provide design and construction over-
sight on behalf of the Department of De-
fense and the Department of the Army. 
Duke Realty Corporation of Alexandria, 
Va., is the project developer.

Clark will lead the design and con-
struction of a 15-story offi ce tower build-
ing and a 17-story offi ce tower building, 
connected through the tenth level. The 
project scope also includes the design and 
construction of two parking garages, a 
transportation center, visitor access control 
center, and remote inspection facility.

The two offi ce towers and garages 
are designed to achieve LEED® Silver 
certifi cation, while the visitor center will 
seek LEED Gold certifi cation. To maxi-
mize the project’s LEED construction 
credits, the Clark team will use low-
emitting, recycled, and regional materi-
als, as well as employ a comprehensive 
construction waste management plan.
